Nathan Hale School Acceptable Use Policy

Dear Parent/Guardian:

We want technology to become the resource that will make an effective way to learn and discourage surprises.  We can plan technology systems in which things work the way you expect they should, for example, desktops and icons should look like what you’d expect them to look like.  We can’t stop surprises if everyone is free to alter, change, and customize shared technology.  Guidelines to dampen these behaviors are necessary.

An Acceptable Use Policy is being enforced at Nathan Hale School to address concerns that the material students are accessing is age-appropriate.  

 Internet access is available to students only on computers that are widely used areas of the school building such as classrooms, computer laboratories and libraries.  Parents and guardians must be aware that while at school, constant supervision by school personnel of each student using a computer is not always possible.  Faculty is not held responsible for students’ misbehavior.  Students are expected to use the resources consistent with this policy and will be held personally responsible for their own conduct. Parents should take the time to discuss with their children their own view for their child's Internet use. 

Students will be responsible for understanding the rules in this document and following them. 

Technology Rules of Conduct
Rules for hardware: 
·         Learn how to use hardware properly 

·         Do not adjust, connect, or disconnect computer components 

·         Do not connect your own hardware to the school’s hardware 

·         No food or drink within 10’ of computer workstation

Rules for software: 
·         Always honor copyright laws and licenses 

·         Do not install, change, copy, or delete software 

·         You must have permission to download files from the Internet

.         Do not open/download or indecent pictures from the Internet  

Rules for communicating with others via e-mail 
·         Use proper and appropriate language, grammar, and spelling 

·         Always identify yourself, but only by first name and school 

Rules for chat rooms 
·         Students may not enter chat rooms or TALK sessions
Rules for the World-Wide Web 
·        Sites and materials must be for educational

     Students, if you accidentally browse to a page that is inappropriate, please back out immediately and notify the teacher.  Please do not call others over to see the web page.

Consequences for breaking these rules: I understand that if I break any of these rules, I may lose the privilege of using the computer and/or the Internet. 


1st offense - Removed from computer use for one period.


2nd offense - Removed from computer use for 3 periods.  


3rd offense - Removed from computer use for a period of 1 semester.  

Note:  In addition, Climate Control Policy will be enforced if these rules are broken.
