Behavior Tracking Form

1. Teachers will print a copy of the Behavior Tracking form at the start of every school week.

2.  Teachers will fill out the identifying information at the top of the Behavior Tracking Form.

3. When a student misbehaves the teacher will write the students name on the line and identify the homeroom for the student and circle the word warning under the appropriate day.

4. When the student misbehaves for the second time the teacher will then circle number 2 next to the child’s name.

5. When the student misbehaves for the third time the teacher circles number three and issues a discipline referral form and an after school detention form to the student.
6. At the end of the day all teachers should turn in their Behavior tracking forms to Mr.Yracheta’s mailbox.
7. Mr. Yracheta will review the forms to determine who is going to be in detention. Forms will be in teachers mailboxes by the next morning

8. The student returns the Discipline referral form and detention form the next day to the teacher who then sends the forms to the office.

9.  Mr. Yracheta then reviews the forms to see who has permission for detention and who does not. Office will make phone calls for those forms not returned.
10.  Detentions will be served and documented on Mr. Yracheta’s Computer.

11. Teachers will issue detentions for  Violation of the following behaviors:
*Unprepared for Class

*Not Following Directions

*Technology Violations(Cell phones, electronic devices)
